But there was
just enough to peak my curiosity. So, | bid omtheThe price kept climbing
and climbing. These were pretty important fisiséoneone out there, and
soon they were out of my price range. | kept timgkhey would list again.
And, as so often happens with me, there was alsaysething else | wanted,
something else | had to have.

Right about then | was on my Procatopus kick. Bratother story, the fish |
really adore and have the worst luck spawning. tBey sure are pretty fish.
So, eggs came up for Procatopus nototaenia “Kogcemuh Procatopus
aberrans “Ossing” so | bid on them. The same gergth who had offered
Pseudomugil ivanstoffi was offering these fishwdn the auction for the P.
aberrans “Ossing” and contacted the seller. Wharnm offered me some P.
ivanstoffi eggs. Of course | said yes. | wouldédnaeen crazy not to, these
fish are really sweet.

When the eggs arrived, carefully packed in bredéhlbags, | was ecstatic. |
had in my possession species of fish that wereuatdimds. Each bag was
carefully acclimated into our water and placed e species per plastic
shoebox with an airstone. No chemicals were atloléue water other than
conditioner. The airstone was on medium, just ghdo make a gentle
current through the water. A pinch of Java moss placed into each box as
well.
