              Trichopsis schalleri or Schaller’s Gourami
               By Regina Spotti

Schaller’s gourami is a seldom seen labyrinth
from Thailand. I picked up four fish nearly two
years ago while at the Catfish Convention.  Of all
places to get an unusual fish, I got mine while
hanging around with catfish groupies.

This species was actually an entry in the show.
One fish was displayed in a 2.5 gallon
undecorated tank.  At first glance, it just looked
like a pygmy gourami.  I looked again; this fish
had a lot of red in the unpaired fins, and it was
much larger.  The label simply stated entry
number and “Schaller’s gourami.” I had to find

out more, as I’d never seen or heard of them.

I tracked down the gentleman who entered the fish after asking a few people about the
entry.  Inquiring as to where he got them, he told me the local fish store, and he had
purchased all the store had.  But…he had some more at home.   And he was willing to
make a trade for some catfish.  So, I came home with four fish, and I had a heavily planted
tank ready for them.

When I got the fish home, they were immediately acclimated and released into their new
home.  The 29-gallon tank that I was going to use for Asian fish anyway got their first
inhabitants.  Besides the snails, that is.

Once settled in they colored up.  They are pretty glittering little gems.  They have
iridescent turquoise eyes, with matching turquoise blue dots on their sides, feathery fins
with carmine red edges, their tails being spade shaped.  And of course they are nearly
impossible to sex.

Once the fish were home, it was relatively quick to determine which one was the female.
She plumped up within a week.  Then the males begin circling one another, fins flared and
colors intensified.  In this case, the largest male became dominant and would not let any of
the other males come near “his” Java fern.  When the males are challenging each other,
they make a clearly heard clicking noise.  It is quite audible and can even be heard when
the television is on in the same room.

I first witnessed a pair spawning under a Java fern leaf in January.   In typical labyrinth
fashion, the male prepared a small nest of bubbles beneath the leaf.  The female would
swim parallel to the male who wrapped his body around the female.  Turning her upside
down, she would then expel a cluster of cream-colored eggs.  The male quickly released
the female diving to catch the egg cluster.  He appears to mouth/chew the eggs before
spitting them into the nest.  The male spends a few minutes placing the eggs before making
a dash for the surface to gulp air and return to the nest.  This activity went on for about
twenty minutes.  These fish appear to prefer spawning at night.                 (continued)
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Once spawning is completed, the male guards the nest, while the female guards the
perimeter, although he doesn’t allow her too near the nest.  But she does drive off any other
fish.

The fry appeared about 4 days later, the water temperature being 80F.  I counted 20 fry,
clinging to the underside of the leaf for about three days, after which they are free swimming
flecks of pepper.  They are fairly fast growing, feeding on whatever microscopic food found
in the tank. They were fed micro worms and baby brine shrimp.  They also quickly learn to
eat flake.

All in all, these are peaceful, colorful, and easy to care for fish.   These fish have been
maintained in shoeboxes as fry and then released into the 29-gallon tank.  The pH is 6.2, the
temperature kept at 75-80F.  They are maintained now with a group of Betta picta, Botia
sidthmunke and one lonely Parasphaerichthys ocellatus.  They are not difficult to spawn,
doing so on a regular basis, even with other active fish in the same tank. ■

Show Entry Requirements

1.  Anyone may enter in any number of classes with no limitations on the number of entries. Affiliation with GPASI or any
other aquarium society is not required.

2. Entries must be placed in the most appropriate class as outlined on the “Class” sheets.  An entry may be moved by the judges
or show committee if it is not in the proper class. Decisions of the Show Chair are final.

3.  Each entry may be entered in only one class. An entry will consist of a single fish, except where the rules state otherwise.

4.  All entries of an exhibitor must be registered at one time. This includes the set-up of tanks. Empty tanks left unattended for
over 2 hours will be moved aside to make room for other entries. Upon your return, we can squeeze in your entries.

Judging

1.  All efforts will be made to see that judging is completed and all
entries are marked Saturday evening.
2.  No entrant will be permitted in the show area during judging,
unless by approval of the show chair.
3.  ALL DECISIONS OF THE JUDGES ARE FINAL and are not
subject to appeal.

Awards

Cash and an award card will be presented to First, Second, and
Third place winners in most classes.   ($10 for first, $7 for second,
and $3 for third.)   All cash prizes will be handed out to the winners
at the Awards Banquet on Saturday.

Trophies will be given out to winners of the 7 divisions and the five
major award categories listed below.

1.  A trophy will be awarded to the  “Best of Show – Fish” and will
be chosen from the seven divisional winners (Killifish, Cichlids,
Livebearers, Catfish, Egglayers, Goldfish and Juniors).

2. A “Reserve Best of Show - Fish” will be chosen from all
entrants.
3. The “Best of Show – Cichlid” entry will also be awarded an
ACA Medallion.

4.  One President’s Award will be presented to the entrant who
accumulates the most points. Points for this and other awards will
be based on the following system: Each Best Of Show      = 6
Points
  Reserve Best of Show  = 5 points
  Each Divisional             = 4 points
  Each First Place            = 3 Points
  Each Second Place       = 2 points
  Each Third Place           = 1 point

5. The “Jack Wilson Memorial” award will be presented to the
current GPASI member who accumulates the most points following
the preceding system.

   
6.  The “Challenge Trophy” will be presented to the visiting society
that accumulates the most points following the preceding scoring
system. The first society listed on your registration form will be the
only society awarded any challenge points.
7.  A FAAS Medallion will be awarded to the first place Junior
Class Winner.

NO POINTS WILL BE GIVEN FOR NON-PLACING ENTRIES.
Ties will be broken by the number of 1st place awards on down
until a winner is determined. These procedures will be followed for
all pointed awards.

Auction Rules            

1.  Registration for both buyers and sellers will begin at 9:00 a.m.
on Sunday. The auction will begin promptly at 11:00 a.m.

2.  All GPASI member BAP and AHAP items will be auctioned at
the beginning of the auction.  Donations will be sold during the
auction at the auction chair’s discretion.

3. Following the sale of the last AHAP item, the auctioneer will
move on to items offered for sale by registered sellers.  The
proceeds from the sale will be split between the seller and GPASI
at a ratio of 70% to 30% in favor of the seller.

4. The Auction will be conducted using a ten-table system.  All
items ending in #1 go on Table #1, all ending in #2 go on Table #2,
etc.  All items ending in #0 go on Table #10.   All items with #1,
#11, #21 etc will be auctioned first. Following tables to be sold will
be picked at random.

5. There is no maximum or minimum number of bags that can be
placed in the auction.  However, a maximum of 5 bags of one
species or color variety for one seller will be in effect.  The auction
chair can modify this rule at his discretion if a request is made prior
to the day of the auction.  Each item will be assigned a seller’s code
(usually the seller's initials) and a number by the seller, such as
PDB - 1.  Letter identifications can be pre-registered by phoning
Jim Davidson at (412) 781-3938 between 5-9 p.m., ONLY.   Only
1 letter identification will be assigned to a household.



6.  Only fish and plants will be sold at the auction – no dry goods.

7. Anyone in attendance may purchase or sell items in the auction,
but must first register with GPASI as a buyer and/or seller.

8.  ALL BIDDERS must have a bidding card whether paying cash
or running a tab. Buyers may pay cash at the time of purchase. All
registered buyers will be given an account number and be
designated as a cash or account buyer. This account number will be
used to designate their purchases. The account buyer must sign a
bidder's slip that shows the price, item number, and your buyer
number agreeing to pay the listed price. Buyers setting up a buyer
account will be required to leave identification with the registration
table. This is usually a valid driver's license. All other forms of
identification must be approved by the show chair. Upon paying
your tab you will be returned your identification. NO
EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE! A Buyer Account must be
established before making your bid. Auctioneers will only
recognize those bidders with the appropriate bidder's cards.

9.  Bidding will be made in increments of one dollar. While the
auctioneer may suggest a price to start the bidding, a lower opening
bid may be offered by anyone. The minimum bid on any item is
one dollar.
10.  Acceptable means of payment: GPASI will accept cash in the
form of US currency, a US money order, a cashier’s check in US
funds, or a traveler’s check in US funds with proper identification.
Personal checks in US funds may be accepted with proper
identification. Verification must be recognized in advance. GPASI
reserves the right to refuse to accept any personal check.

11.  There will be NO EARLY CHECK-OUTS PERMITTED
DURING THE AUCTIONING OF THE LAST TWO TABLES.
Check-outs (paying for your auction purchases) will resume at the
closing of the auction.

12.  To place a bid, merely raise your bidding card to gain the
recognition of the auctioneer. The auctioneer can accept only one
bid at each price and the decision of the auctioneer as to who made
that bid is final. It is the bidder's responsibility to communicate the
bid to the auctioneer. The auctioneer will not be held responsible
for lost bids or inaccurate bids due to lack of communication or the
inability of the buyer to get the auctioneer's attention.

13.  Bags used to hold items for sale must be clear plastic and of
the type used in pet stores. “Baggies,” “Zip-Locs”’ or opaque trash
bags are unacceptable and will be returned to the seller. Each bag
must be sealed by a rubber band or tied shut. Twist-ties are not
acceptable. The bag should generally contain 1/3 water and 2/3 air.
Any item needing to be rebagged by the show committee will be
charged a $1 rebagging fee that will be deducted from the seller’s
proceeds.  Large or spiked fish must be double-bagged.

14.  The seller must have certain required information on the bag in
order to properly sell the item. The minimum requirements are the
Seller Code and bag number, Species scientific/common name,
quantity in the bag, seller’s name and phone number. The
information provided must be legible, large enough to read, and
unaffected by water.  Items to be auctioned will be checked by a
member of the auction committee prior to being placed on the
auction tables. Any problems with items to be auctioned will be
corrected by the seller at this time.
15.  The auction chair reserves the right to refuse any fish for sale
due to deformity, illness, etc. 
16.  If a buyer experiences problems with a seller’s fish, please take
up the problem with the seller. It is advisable to let GPASI know of
the problem; in that way we can better control next year’s auction.

17.  Proceeds from the auction will be paid by check to the seller
within two weeks of the show.  Proceeds will not be deducted from
your purchases at the show.  You will be expected to pay for your
purchases at the time of sale. All sellers' splits will be paid by the
stated check.

Speakers' Bios

Charley Grimes has been seriously keeping tropical fish for 40 years. He currently has over 100 aquariums in his fishroom (with another 40 or 50
in a storage barn). Additionally, he has 3 large yard ponds that he maintains for tropical fish in the warm months (about 5 months in Indianapolis).
In addition to culturing lots of live foods in his fishroom, Charley set up a 1000-gallon daphnia pool in the back yard. The daphnia pool was a
fantastic success for about 2 months and then, thanks to his daughter’s 13 "pet" ducks, was an impressive failure. This year, with a new plan
involving "less biologically active" ducks, promises to be a banner year for daphnia in his back yard. He maintains about 60 cichlid tanks—mostly
African Rifts & Dwarf Cichlids (mainly Apistos), with the rest mainly housing killies, tetras, and livebearers. Additionally, with the onset of
warmer weather, he usually gets NATIVE FISH FEVER and does quite a bit of collecting locally and through the Southeastern U.S. In addition to
collecting native fish, he has been to South America three times and once to Mexico. His other hobbies are photography and gardening.  Charley
will give one talk on Cuatro Cinegas (diving in Mexico's natural aquarium) and another (at the banquet) on dead fish.

Jim Robinson, BA, MSc ED, has been keeping tropical fish for 36 years.  He is a retired teacher who has spawned over 800 species of fish and
propagated over 180 species of aquatic plants. He has written many articles for local, national & international clubs and has written articles for
Tropical Fish Hobbyist (spawning Synodontis) and FAMA (spawning Altum angels).  He has lectured all over the US and Canada at club meetings
and national conventions and has been a senior judge for AKA and CAOAC and an auctioneer.  His other interests include orchids, bonsai, and
Nepenthes, as well as coaching tennis and volleyball.  He has been married for 36 years and has 3 children and 2 grandchildren.  Jim will talk to us
about killies Friday night and catfish on Saturday.
