Fundulopanchax gardneri “Misaje”

Every time I acquire a fish, I try to research it. This may be bass ackwards, but
killifish are for the most part small fish. They should all be easy to research. So
why are their names so confusing?

Aphyosemion or Fundulopanchax (Fp) are beautiful fish nonetheless. The gardneri
group has almost as many locations as GetGo does. Not really, but the colors and
the fins on the males are just incredible. The Misaje location sports an iridescent
blue body with red dots along the body and head into the tail. The tail is marked
with a yellow flare on the top and the very bottom. The unpaired fins are yellow
with small red dots as well. These fish are beautiful, small and peaceful. These
fish can be accommodated in small containers, will eat just about anything and are
easily spawned.

On a bi-weekly basis, small clear eggs can be pulled with their mops and placed
into a small container with clean water. The fry usually appear in about 1-2 weeks
depending on temperature. They are tiny and require tiny foods. Fry were given
green water and powdered egg for the first few weeks then typical fry foods.
Growth is rapid with the sex ratio being in favor of males.

These fish are ideal beginners’ killies. They are easily cared for and spawned.
They also are fun to watch. &
